AGENDA ITEMS 
1a  2023 Draft Budget Discussion (Attached)- Steve built a draft budget for the Board to 
review and discuss before he finalizes for Board approval at October’s meeting. Draft Budget 
included conversations about the surprise increase in county-assessed property value, a built-in 
levy increase, and the built-in 5% wage increase to stay ahead of national inflation. The Board, 
Steve, and Jessica talked about reduced hours, staff retainage and availability, and other 
program and event price increases of 8% starting Oct. 1- Jan. 1. The Board also discussed 
ending balance and loss, interest revenue, and insurance costs. The Board and Treasurer, Stan 
C., all commented on and appreciated the conservative budget and agreed on the levy increase 
to be approved at the next meeting in October.  
  
ITEMS FOR DISCUSSION 
2a Executive Director Report- Steve’s report was all budget-related with the Agenda Item. 
2b Financial Report- Stan’s report was all budget-related with the Agenda Item as well, 
briefly noting again the conservativeness and only being -15,000.  
2c Staff Report- Jessica spoke more to the Board relating to the Budget about the ongoing 
staff shortages, reduced hours, wage increases, and the 8% increase across all programs and 
admissions based upon Board recommendation. Jessica also reported on recent and upcoming 
events and programs, including a Halloween Eve dive-in movie and a “Lazy River 5K” 
scholarship fundraiser. Childcare and swim lesson programs are full, with need more instructors 
going into the Fall.

Subject: 2023 Budget Approval, Tax Levy Approval and Resolution Levy Certification 
 
 
1. Summary: In accordance with District Policy, the Executive Director submitted a draft 2023 

budget for the Board to consider.   The 2023 draft District budget includes the amount to be 
levied. The Board of Commissioners is required to pass a resolution to authorize the 
property tax levy in the amount approved by the Board. 
 

2. RCW/Policy Requirements:  RCW 35.61.210 
 
3. Background/Analysis: The District Board of Commissioners published the draft 2023 

District budget as part of the agenda packet for the 9-20-22 Board of Commissioners public 
Meeting.  No public comment has been received relating to the Draft Budget and property 
tax levy recommendation.  Washington State law requires the Board of Commissioners to 
approve a resolution to authorize the 2023 property tax levy. The 2023 District Budget 
indicates a property tax levy in the amount of $1,850,000.00.  It is estimated that the levy 
amount will be $0.34 per $1,000.00 of Assessed Property Value. For comparison, the 2022 
property tax levy was $1,750,000.00 and was $0.39 per $1,000.00 of Assessed Property 
Value.  Assessed Property Values increased 23% from 2022 to 2023. 

4. Financial Impact: The 2023 budget has $2,918,850 in revenue and $2,934,606 in 
expenses including paying down $457,148 in outstanding bond liabilities. The 2023 ending 
General Fund balance is projected to be $2,387,846. 

 
5. Environmental Impact: None 

 

6. Recommended Action:  
a. Motion to approve the 2023 Budget (attached) 
b. Motion to approve Resolution 1-2022, a Resolution to approve the 2023 property tax 

levy in the amount of $1,850,000. 
c. Motion to approve the Board President to Certify the 2023 property tax levy. 
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2023 Budget Assumptions: 
 
2022 Observations 
1.  2022 Operational Revenues are estimated to finish 13% above 2021.  3% from price increase and 10% in growth. 
 
2. Reserves were in all cash for 2022 so very little interest revenue occurred.   
 
Operational Revenue Assumptions: 
1.  2023 Pricing will increase 8% across all programs and admissions based upon Board recommendations. 
 
2.  No growth increase was calculated. District is unsure how much more growth is possible. 
 
3. District is laddering T-bills in 3-month increments that are paying a minimum of 4%.  $40,000 in interest revenue is in the 
2023 budget. 
 
Non-Operational Revenue Assumptions 
1. Property Assessed values will increase by 11%. 
 
2. Increase in District levy from 1,750,000 to 1,850,000.  A 5.7% increase.  Levy miliage will go down from $0.39 per $1,000 to 
$0.38 per $1,000 of AV. 
 
Operational Expense Assumptions 
1. Wage increase of 5% was included in Budget. 
 
2.  Wages and Utility costs account for 85% of our expense budget. 
 
Non-Operational Expense Assumptions 
 
1.  Insurance cost has risen 75% from 50k to 90k.
